APPEAL ON THE DECISIONS OF THE BOARD OF THE HIHGER EDUCATION INSTITUTIONS ACCREDITAITON COMMISSION REGUALTIONS NO. (9) OF (2010) 
(Enacted pursuant to Paragraphs (A, K) of Article (7) of the Higher Education Institutions Accreditation Commission Law No. (20) of (2007) and its Amendments.)


Article (1):

These Regulations are titled and shall be cited as the “Challenging the Decisions of the Board of the Higher Education Institutions Accreditation Commission Regulations No. (9) of (2010)”, and shall go into effect as of the date they are issued.

Article (2):

Unless the context indicates otherwise, the following terms and expressions, wherever mentioned herein, shall have the hereunder designated meanings:

Commission: The Higher Education Institutions Accreditation Commission.
Board: The Board of the Commission.
Chairman: The Chairman of the Board of the Commission.
Institution: A higher education institution.

Article (3):

A. The Institution is permitted to challenge the Board’s decisions which are concerned with the general and individual major accreditations, raising the general and individual major capacities and awarding the quality assurance certificate within two weeks from the date of conveying the decision to the Institution by the Commission.
B. The Institution shall be considered informed of the decision if it has been conveyed to it by fax, e-mail or by hand.

Article (4):

The challenge shall be submitted to the Commission in writing and the reasons and justifications of the challenge shall be specified subject to formally lay back.

Article (5):

The Chairman shall, according to the type and nature of the challenge, form a committee of three members including its chairman entrusted with the tasks of examining the challenge and submitting recommendations regarding it.
Article (6):

Upon responding to the challenges submitted to the Commission, the following procedures shall be followed:
A. Submitting the challenge by the challenging body to the Chairman, who in turn shall refer it to the chairman of the challenges committee.

B. The challenges committee shall conduct a preliminary examination of the challenge, and the committee is entitled to seek advice or help from any of the Commissions staff and/ or any other person it deems appropriate.

C. The challenges committee shall submit its recommendations to the Board.

D. The Commission’s decision shall be conveyed to the challenging body within one week from the date of ratifying it.

Article (7):

The duration of examining the challenge and making a decision shall not exceed two weeks from the date the challenge was conveyed to the challenges committee.

Article (8):

The Commission’s decision about a challenge shall be considered final and it may not be challenged.

Article (9):

The Commission Board shall settle any matters on which no clause has been cited in these Regulations.

Article (10):

These Regulations shall abrogate any previous provisions or decisions that contradict them.

Article (11):

These Regulations have been issued in accordance with the Commission Board Decision No. (52/7/2010), dated on 01/03/2010.
